Foster Care Contract

address:____________________________________________________________________________),hereby agree to foster “Rescue_______________,” age  _____, for Airedale Rescue and Adoption of the Delaware Valley, which shall hereafter  be known simply as Airedale Rescue. 


I certify that I have thoroughly read all of the information available from Airedale Rescue pertaining to Airedales; caring for and adopting and fostering. I view seriously the possibility that any indiscretion or negligence in following the strict protocol set forth by Airedale Rescue on my part could result in a lawsuit. I agree that any such lawsuit is my responsibility to deal with personally, and shall not become an issue for Airedale Rescue.


I hereby attest to the fact that I have never been convicted of any charges whatsoever of or relating to animal abuse, cruelty or neglect .I accept the responsibility of foster care for this dog. 


I promise that I will not expose the dog to persons outside the immediate family (other than Airedale Rescue volunteers) for a period of at least three weeks.  I will not have guests in my house for the first three weeks of foster parent relationship and thereafter agree to supervise all visits personally, etc. 

I promise to put the rescue dog in a crate, which shall be located in a major gathering room, before admitting any guests into my home, until I am absolutely sure that the dog is not threat whatsoever to anyone. After the initial three weeks time,  I will continue to put said dog in this crate before admitting any minor guests (under the age of 16) into my home, and will open the crate only after becoming absolutely sure that the guests and the dog are completely comfortable with each other. Even then, I will maintain constant vigilance over any and all interaction between dog and guests. 



I will provide this dog with loving care and patience and observe closely for individual character traits, habits and manners, praising the former and attempting to correct the latter, using positive reinforcement. I will seek help from Airedale Rescue for any problem I feel unable or unqualified to wisely handle. I will keep the dog clean and groomed and continue any required medical care or treatment outlined above and/or attached to this document.

 
I agree to foster this dog until ___________________ or until a suitable home is found and the dog is transported there. If I cannot hold this dog as long as necessary, I will give Airedale Rescue as much notice as possible so that arrangements to move the dog can be made. If there is an emergency, the dog can be temporarily boarded at Airedale Rescue’s expense at an approved kennel or veterinary facility.

 
I promise to allow any member of Airedale Rescue access to this dog, by mutual prearrangement, and I will do nothing to obstruct placement of this dog in a home chosen by Airedale Rescue.

 
I promise not to release this dog to anyone else's care or ownership without the express permission and supervision of Airedale Rescue nor to dispose of it in any way, including by sale , auction, impoundment or euthanasia. Although I understand it is not customary procedure, if asked, I will allow potential adopters access to view this dog at my home at mutually agreeable dates and times. Only people prescreened by the Airedale Rescue may be considered. I understand that the Airedale Rescue welcomes my input regarding suitable homes, but final decisions will be made by Airedale Rescue.

 
 I understand that I have full responsibility to keep this dog safe and secure, always putting him/her on lead attached to safe collar when outside the confines of my home or fenced yard.  I understand that if this dog is lost or stolen while in my care, I will have to pay Airedale Rescue the regular adoption fee for a dog of his/her age. I understand also that I shall not subject people outside of my immediate family to this dog for a period of at least three weeks, or until such a time that I can be absolutely sure that he/she will be no threat to them in any way. I fully acknowledge that Airedale Rescue will not be responsible or suffer any legal action as a result of damage or injury caused by a this dog.


I have gone over the medical history provided in the “foster packet.”  All known information regarding this dog has been explained fully upon my accepting the custody of this dog, but I understand that I am free to call or e-mail at any time either my contact or the director for further information if/whenever needed. I acknowledge the following about this dog and will pay particular attention to:

I agree to take this dog to a veterinarian for any routine or emergency veterinary care that may be needed while under my care. All such costs will be covered by Airedale Rescue unless a direct result of my negligence or malfeasance. I will get all non-emergent costs pre authorized and get emergency care pre authorized as soon as possible. I will use common sense in getting the dog to emergency care (without prior  permission)  should that seem necessary.


Payment for all pre approved veterinary and other expenses can be arranged directly with Joey Fineran 610-294-8028 <Airedale@epix.net.> She can contact any facility ahead of time to arrange for direct payment by Airedale Rescue, but if medical attention is required, it is understood that if at all possible, I should contact Milford Veterinary Clinic in Milford Square, PA (215-536-0141), where I am authorized to put any treatment for this dog on the account of Airedale Rescue, Joey C. Fineran. This dog shall be known as “Rescue _________ “ on this account.

Linda, 

Since I have never attended an obedience class myself, I am reluctant to require that, even though I agree it is a really good idea. I’m thinking that on our application to foster (I’ll try to remember to send you a copy in a separate message) we should ask about dog experience (doing what and for how long). And I should write up a letter to be signed by  the foster applicant’s veterinarian and when returned it should be attached to the foster application.

thoughts on that?

One thing you may wish to keep in mind would be the type of education foster parents receive before foster dogs are placed with them.  they provide you with a letter of recommendation from their vet that they are responsible pet 'owners,' this shows that Airedale Rescue has taken positive steps to ensure that foster parents know what they are doing with a dog before one is placed. Would you have the foster parents state in writing they will not have minor guests in the home into a room where the foster dog lives? or access the house by the same means the dog uses? Let me know what you have in mind. Usually a lawyer will word the contract in generalities (such as, Foster parent here affirms that she/he has had sufficient education and experience to handle an Airedale Terrier, that she/he has taken  a min. 5 hour canine obedience course with a dog at least 55 lbs in weight, and that she/he will not expose the dog to persons outside the immediate family for a period of at least three weeks) and Airedale Rescue can then have the Foster Parent sign a longer Laundry List of specifics: 1. I agree to separate guest human and canine access to the house for three weeks 2. I will not have guests in my house for the first  three weeks of foster parent relationship and thereafter agree to supervise all visits personally, etc. That kind of thing would be helpful legally, though I don't know if you'd get any foster parents that way.
